The Green Township Board of Trustees will hold a public hearing on March 23, 2009 at 5:30 p.m. at the Green Township Administration Building, 6303 Harrison Avenue, for the purpose of considering adoption of a resolution establishing Township Limited Home Rule government under Section 504.01 of the Ohio Revised Code. 


Fiscal Officer, Tom Straus, stated that the yield that the Township is receiving on its Star Ohio Account is down to .4%.  The Township did purchase three FDIC insured Certificates of Deposits that will mature in 8 – 9 months averaging 1%.  Money was transferred into Star Ohio from the General Account
Administrator, Kevin Celarek, stated that he had nothing to report.
Director of Public Services, Fred Schlimm, stated that work continues on the recommendations for the Street Rehabilitation Program.  
Director of Development, Adam Goetzman, stated that on Wednesday, February 25, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. there will be a Public Staff Conference for the property on Frondorf, which is the PUD redevelopment of an existing garage facility across the street from Day Precision Wall.
Fire Chief, Doug Witsken, stated that one of the projects he has worked on over the past year with the Hamilton County Public Health Department has been the establishment of a POD (Points of Distribution) Plan for Green Township.  There are two public buildings in Green Township that would be used to give out antibiotics or immunizations in the event of a pandemic flu or anthrax outbreak.  The Health Department is working with the Fire Department to recruit volunteers that live in the Township to staff these POD’s in the event of an emergency.  On Wednesday, March 11, 2009 the Hamilton County Health Department is holding a POD volunteer training at the Green Township Branch Public Library from 6:00 p.m. – 8:00 p.m.  If you are able to volunteer please attend this training session at the library.
Police Chief, Bart West, stated that tomorrow morning he will be giving the Trustees a copy of the Township’s Annual Police Report.  Auto accidents are down for the fourth year in a row.  The 2007 crime report shows about half the categories went up and half went down, the numbers seemed to have repeated that pattern again in 2008. 
Lt. Mike Horton, Hamilton County Sheriff’s Department, congratulated Jeff Sabers and Tracy Karnes on their appointment to Green Township’s Police Department.  He also reported that last week, over a two day period of time, there was a series of criminal damaging resulting from individuals riding around in a car with a paintball gun shooting at houses, cars, etc. Over that two day period over 24 police reports were taken.  On February 18, 2009 two officers arrested the two adults and one juvenile involved in the criminal damaging.  They are still looking for a fourth suspect.
Township Attorney, Frank Hyle, stated need for Executive Session for the purpose of discussing pending litigation.  Action may be anticipated.

Trustee Upton read several thank you letters.
